2025 NSW pathways for enrolment in ACT public schools
Northside pathways
There are two designated NSW pathway school options for northside zone applicants entering the ACT public school system for the first time at primary school (preschool to year 6) level:
Pathway 1:
Your child or young person is eligible to enrol at Evatt Primary School for years preschool to 6.
Your child or young person will then be eligible to enrol for high school and college at Melba Copland Secondary School
Pathway 2:
Your child or young person is  eligible to enrol at Charnwood-Dunlop Primary School for years preschool to 6.
Your child or young person will then be eligible to enrol for high School and college at Melba Copland Secondary School.
There are two designated NSW pathway school options for northside zone applicants entering the ACT public school system for the first time at high school (years 7-10) level:
Pathway 1:
Your child or young person is eligible to enrol at Melba Copland Secondary School for years 7 to 10.  
Your child or young person will then be eligible to enrol for years 11 and 12 at Melba Copland Secondary School.
Pathway 2.
Your child or young person is  eligible to enrol at the University of Canberra High School Kaleen for years 7 to 10.  
Your child or young person will then be eligible to enrol for years 11 and 12 at Melba Copland Secondary School.
There is one designated NSW pathway school for northside zone applicants entering the ACT public school system for the first time at college (years 11-12) level:
If your young person is in a northside zone enrolling in the ACT public schools system for the first time at college level, they ae eligible to enrol at Melba Copland Secondary School for years 11 and 12. 




Southside pathways
There are four designated NSW pathway school options for southside zone applicants entering the ACT public school system for the first time at primary school (preschool to year 6) level:
Pathway 1
Your child or young person is eligible to enrol at Wanniassa School for years preschool to Year 10.
Your child or young person will then be eligible to enrol for college at Erindale College for years 11 and 12.
Pathway 2
Your child or young person is  eligible to enrol at Calwell Primary School for years preschool to 6.
Your child or young person will then be eligible to enrol for high school at Calwell High School for years 7 to 10 and at Erindale College for years 11 and 12. 
Pathway 3
Your child or young person is  eligible to enrol at Richardson Primary School for years preschool to 6.
Your child or young person will then be eligible to enrol for high school at Calwell High School for years 7 to 10 and at  Erindale College for years 11 and 12. 
Pathway 4
Your child or young person is  eligible to enrol at Gilmore Primary School for years preschool to 6.
Your child or young person will then be eligible to enrol for high school at Caroline Chisholm School for years 7 to 10 and at Erindale College for years 11 and 12. 

There are two designated NSW pathway school options for southside zone applicants entering the ACT public school system for the first time at high school (years 7 to 10) level:
Pathway 1
Your child or young person is eligible to enrol at Wanniassa School for years seven to 10, and then Erindale College for years 11 and 12. 
Pathway 2
Your child or young person is alternatively eligible to enrol at Calwell High School for years seven to 10, and then Erindale College for years 11 and 12. 

There is one designated NSW pathway school for southside zone applicants entering the ACT public school system for the first time at college (years 11 to 12) level:
If your  young person is in a southside zone enrolling in the ACT public schools system for the first time at college level, your  young person is eligible to enrol at Erindale College.
