Notification of suspected head lice

Dear Parent/Carer,

We would like to notify you that we believe your child may have head lice. We kindly ask that you undertake treatment to eliminate the head lice. Once treatment has commenced, your child may return to school.

Head lice are spread through direct head-to-head contact and are a common issue in school-aged children. These tiny insects range in colour from cream to brown or black. Their eggs, commonly known as nits, are yellow or white, about the size of a grain of salt, and are firmly attached to the hair close to the scalp, typically behind the ears, at the nape of the neck, and along the hairline. Nits hatch within 7 to 10 days.
To help prevent further spread:
· Please check your child’s hair thoroughly over the next week for any signs of lice or nits.
· If you find any, notify the school as soon as possible and begin treatment as recommended on the Healthdirect Head Lice webpage.
· Your local pharmacy may also be able to assist with treatment options.
